Onenew program that will take
place at ArrowTech thisyear isthe new
LodgeAdviser Training Seminar. It will
take the place of the College of Adviser
Relations. Thisis abrand new national
training seminar that will begin in the

spring of 2001, and ArrowTech hasbeen
chosen as the location for the pilot of
thisnew program. Trainersfrom around
thenation including national committee
members and the actual course creators
will betheinstructorsfor this program.
The classes are designed for lodge
advisers, chapter advisers, and other key
advisers in the lodge. It will take the
knowledge that these active advisers
already have and improve it to an even
higher and more effective level. Any
